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Etherpad

Etherpad is a real-time collaborative
text editing tool that enables users
to work on documents together

at the same time. Etherpad

can be used for meeting notes,
teleconferencing and drafting and
editing documents. One member
of the Chips team said, “l found

the Etherpad very easy to use. |
was invited to contribute to an
Etherpad that had already been set

up. | was then directed by others
using the pad to edit my name

and to change the colour of the
text | used, so that we could all see
who had contributed what to our
discussion. We used Etherpad in
conjunction with Skype, so that we
had a telephone conference with
Skype, and as we discussed things
we all added our thoughts/notes to
the Etherpad. At anytime any one
of us could save the current version
of the Etherpad, and at the end of

KickstartTV

An innovative teaching and
learning tool has been introduced
at Wetherby Secure College in
West Yorkshire. As part of an
Offender Learning project led by
NIACE, KickstartTV (an interactive
TV service commissioned by the
Learning and Skills Council (LSC)),
has been customised for Wetherby.
Wetherby is trialling KickstartTV

in the education area, so that
tutors can familiarise themselves
with it and talk to users about the
experience. Interactive digital TV is
well suited to environments where
there is concern about internet
security. All navigation is via on-
screen menus using a TV remote
control and users cannot explore
other sites or send or receive
messages. Text, graphics, images,
animations, quizzes and videos
have been included, repurposed
for TV from a variety of sources.
Wetherby have plans to install the
kit in 40 cells in their new Keppel
Unit, enabling individual interactive
learning to take place in-cell.
Sandy Young, the Young Offending
Institution’s (YOI) Business and
Partnership Development Manager,
says, “We want to expand the
content available, and our tutors
are keen to have their own content
